American Institute of
Physics, Center for History of Physics, MD, USA, has provided some copies
of a transcript of the interview (16 pages)

S. O. Rebsdorf interviewed the astronomer Mogens Hegelund Rudkjgbing in
his office at the Department of Physics and Astronomy, University of Aarhus
onJanuary 23, 2002 (transcribed by Rebsdorf, (unpublished, located at
History of Science Department, in the Bengt Strémgren Archive). Rudkjgbing
worked for Stromgren in the late 1930ies as calculator, and was the first
professor of astronomy at the University of Aarhus.

Poul Erik Nissen Interview (2001): S. O. Rebsdorf interviewed the
astrophysicist Poul Erik Nissen in his office at the Department of Physics and

Astronomy, University of Aarhus on May 6 2001. The interview has been



transcribed by Rebsdorf, but not published. Nissen worked together with
Strémgren after his return from Princeton to Denmark in 1967.

Perkins Interview (2003): Simon O. Rebsdorf interviewed Barbara Perkins in
her office at University of Chicago in June 2003. She worked as the director’s
secretary for Bengt Strémgren atYerkes Observatory in the years 1953-1957
(unpublished).
